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Every fall, we participate in 

OU’s activity fair on the South 

Oval.  We set up a table, hand 

out brochures, talk to students 

and invite them to get involved 

in SOUL.  At this year’s activ-

ity fair, one Christian group on 

campus (I won’t name names) 

supposedly told a student “If 

you’re a Christian, you don’t 

have to be open minded.”   I 

hope the student heard that 

wrong, misunderstood or took 

the statement out of context. 

 

This month, we celebrate the 

Reformation.  Martin Luther, 

as you may remember, had 

some deep questions to ask 

about the medieval Catholic 

church.  Luther was a ques-

tioner.  If you went through 

Lutheran confirmation classes, 

you will also remember that 

one of Luther’s favorite ques-

tions was, “What does this 

mean?”  In his Small Cate-

chism he also provided the an-

swers.  However,  I think ask-

ing the questions are just as 

important as finding the an-

swers.  If we never asked the 

questions, we would never find 

the answers! 

 

That kind of questioning spirit 

leads one to have an open 

mind.  

 

The open minded person does-

n’t let every popular wind or 

thought blow them in a new 

direction.  An open minded 

person is willing and able to 

consider new ideas, evaluate 

them and integrate them into 

what they believe and think.  

An open minded person is will-

ing to see things through an-

other person’s eyes.  An open 

minded person is willing to 

take the risk that he or she may 

be wrong…  and may have to 

change their opinion, perspec-

tive or position on a given is-

sue. 

 

I don’t see anything in that 

which is incompatible with 

Christianity!  It is certainly in 

keeping with the questioning 

spirit of Luther. 

 

Jesus was open to all kinds of 

people that others around him 

had already pre-judged.  Tax 

collectors, prostitutes, sinners, 

widows, lepers, and even Paul 

who persecuted Jesus’ follow-

ers before Jesus changed his 

mind.  By being open to these 

folks, Jesus changed their 

lives.  He didn’t necessarily 

condone what they were doing, 

but he loved them even before 

they changed.  That’s grace. 

 

As Christians, we know what 

we believe.  But, we also 

know that our understanding 

of that belief is always 

changing, deepening, grow-

ing, and shifting.  God is still 

at work in the world around 

us and within our hearts and 

minds.  If we are not open to 

the work and activity of God, 

we may miss out on the op-

portunity to learn something 

important that God has to 

teach us. 

 

Until we are perfect (which 

won’t happen until we get to 

heaven) we need to keep an 

open mind.  God is not fin-

ished teaching us.  We need 

to keep questioning, seeking, 

learning, growing, because 

there is still so much we do 

not know: about God, about 

the world and about our 

faith. 

 

To close your mind is to risk 

blocking the working of the 

Spirit. Christians need to 

keep an open mind.

Meet people’s 

needs by providing clothing and 

shelter, food and company and 

most important tell them about 

all the great things God had done 

for them and how God continues 

to work in them and the people 

around them to further God’s 

mission.  Why do we distract 

ourselves from the most impor-

tant work with other, albeit im-

portant, things?  We are good at 

meeting needs, it’s something 

tangible we can experience. 

Swing a hammer, carry groceries, 

donate clothes and people will be 

helped but if you don’t tell them 

why you do what you do it’s only 

a donation.  Tell a single, strug-

gling mother about the goodness 

of God while forcing her to 

choose between groceries and 

lights and your words will most 

likely fall on deaf ears.  Do the 

two of a piece and ministry hap-

pens, the spirit is shared, Christ’s 

love is spread.   

 

We don’t do these things because 

they are fun or because it makes 

us warm and fuzzy on the inside.  

We don’t even do it for the tax 

write off.  We do it because it is 

what Christ demanded of us and 

to grow the kingdom of God.  Do 

the deed AND share the story.  

Maybe I’ll even get some of that 

fancy recycled toilet paper and 

have a chat with the clerk…

On this Sun-

day, we will be taking a special 

offering to support the work of  

our Synod beyond the Benevo-

lence support that is a part of 

our regular budget. For Univer-

sity Lutheran, we will be re-

ceiving this special offering at 

both services on October 11.  

Please prayerfully consider 

making a special gift for the 

work of our Synod at this time. 

 

Pastor Mike currently serves on 

the Synod Council, and has 

been a part of the ongoing con-

versations about how the Synod 

can adjust and curtail its minis-

tries to be more in line with cur-

rent income, as well as finding 

new ways to fund the vital min-

istries and missions of the 

Synod.  Thank-you for your 

support of this important work 

of our church.

Fishers and Followers 
Gather ôRound ... 

 

 For where two or three are gathered in my 

name, I am there among them." - Matthew 18:20 
 

One of the very first things Jesus did after he 

began his public ministry was to gather a 

group of disciples around him.  These men 

and women travelled with Jesus, observed 

what he was doing and learned from him.  It 

is important to note that, in the scriptures, 

Jesus almost never worked with his disciples 

one on one.  He taught them as a group, or in 

smaller groups of two or three.  Even when 

Jesus sent the disciples out, he sent them to-

gether, two by two. 

 

Disciples gather.  Jesus intends for us to be 

together in our discipleship.  Whether that is 

getting together for worship, or for study, fel-

lowship or support, Christians are not meant 

to be Christian on our own.  Even more, Jesus 

promises that when we gather, he will be with 

us: guiding and directing us through the 

power of his Holy Spirit. 

 

Disciples not only learn from Jesus, but can 

learn from one another.  Frequently, in a Bi-

ble Study group, someone will ask a question 

that we haven’t even considered.  Someone 

will make a point that brings new perspective 

on a text we would never have  seen on our 

own.  Gathering together gives us an opportu-

nity to test our own ideas, our own perspec-

tives, and our own insights to see if they 

make sense to our brothers and sisters in 

Christ.  It is among the people gathered 

where we can be challenged and pushed and 

encouraged to go deeper in our life of faith.  

It is surrounded by the faithful that we can 

find support, comfort and care as we meet the 

struggles and trials of life. 

 

Can we be Christians on our own, apart from 

the community of faith?  I suppose. But that 

is not what Jesus, our Master and Teacher, 

intends for his followers.  And, besides, it’s 

much more fun to be Christian together!

Come, Let us Worship 
Hymns, Songs and Other Music 

 
Make a joyful noise to the LORD, all the earth.  

Worship the LORD with gladness;  

       come into his presence with singing. 

--Psalm 100:1-2 

Music has always been an integral part of the 

worship of the people of God.  The Psalms at-

test to instrumental and vocal music being a 

part of Temple worship (Psalm 98:4-6).  Paul 

quotes from early Christian hymns (Philippians 

2:6-11) and Ephesians encourages Christians to 

sing and make melody to the Lord (Ephesians 

5:19-20). 

 

Luther believed music to be important to wor-

ship and wrote hymns for people to sing the 

faith.  He understood that singing the words can 

make them more memorable.  (How often do 

we catch ourselves humming a song or hymn 

from worship during the coming week?)   

Sometimes Luther took the music from contem-

porary songs and substituted words of faith for 

the original secular words. 

 

Whether you prefer contemporary praise music 

or traditional hymnody, jazz or country, rock or 

blues, music provides us with a medium to ex-

press our faith and our praise that cannot be 

matched by any other media. 

 

Lutheran worship uses music to express the 

faith in three primary ways.  First, through con-

gregational singing we express our faith, our 

thanks and praise in song.  Hymns and songs 

reflect the scriptural themes of the day and em-

phasize the theological message in them.  Sec-

ond, liturgical music carries the “story” of the 

liturgy (see the August Shalom) and wraps our 

prayers in song.  Third, anthems,  preludes and 

postludes provide a musical setting for our re-

flection and meditation. 

 

Whether it is vocal or instrumental music, our 

Lutheran worship is wrapped in melody and 

harmony as we sing our praises and intone our 

laments before God.  Because of the power of 

its expression, music remains one of the pri-

mary languages of worship.
