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Like good stewards of the mani-
fold grace of God, serve one an-
other with whatever gift each of 
you has received.   
–1 Peter 4:10 
 
Over the past weeks, months and 
years we have been talking about 
how to improve our facilities.  We 
have dreamed together, dis-
cussed ideas, developed and cri-
tiqued plans and have inched for-
ward toward making those plans 
a reality.  Now, this month, we 
have the opportunity to make a 
tangible commitment to bring 
our dreams to fruition. 
 
Hopefully, by now, everyone has 
heard about our Building to Serve 
campaign and knows what it is all 
about.  Our goal is to raise 
$600,000 in three-year pledges.  
This will give us the capital we 
need to start the work of expan-
sion and renovation we have en-
visioned for our building. 
 
The passage selected from 1 Pe-
ter to be the theme passage for 
our campaign raises two impor-
tant ideas as we pray about, re-
flect upon and come to a decision 
about our pledges to Building to 
Serve. 
 
First, Peter reminds us that we 
are stewards  of  God’s  grace.   It  

 is our responsibility to care for 
the Good News of God’s grace in 
Jesus Christ that has been en-
trusted to us.  We cannot and 
should not be building just for us.  
We do this for the sake of im-
proved ministry – for our own 
faith community, yes, but even 
more for the broader community 
around us and for generations 
yet to come.  If we lose sight of 
that, we will fail. 
 
The bible also teaches us that we 
are stewards of the resources 
God has placed in our hands.  1 
Peter reminds us that those of us 
who know God’s grace should 
use our resources to care for one 
another.  We are responsible to 
God for using what God has given 
us wisely, prudently, and effec-
tively for the sake of others. 
 
Over the next weeks, you will be 
receiving a pledge card for Build-
ing to Serve.  I would ask you to 
pray about how God is leading 
you to participate in this project.  
Pray that God would guide you in 
being good stewards and to show 
you how to use your gifts and 
resources wisely, prudently and 
effectively for the sake of the 
ministry of God at University Lu-
theran.  Then, I would ask you to 
pledge your support to  this ef-
fort. 

The pledging process is impor-
tant.  It will help us to know 
how best to proceed and how 
best to be good stewards of 
what God has placed in all our 
hands. 
 
Every gift is both appreciated 
and needed.  Some will make 
“huge” gifts.  Some will make 
“small” gifts.  All are important 
and necessary for reaching our 
goal.  Give as God moves and 
guides you to give.  That’s 
what’s most important. Every-
one is encouraged to keep this 
project and process in your 
prayers.  That is a significant 
gift too. 
 
Finally, I want to thank every-
one who has been involved in 
Building to Serve: the leader-
ship team, team leaders and 
workers, contributors, partici-
pants, and everyone who will 
make a pledge.  Everyone has 
done a great job! 
 
God is good, and I am con-
vinced God’s Spirit is leading 
and directing this process.  I am 
excited, because I know that, 
with God’s help, we will Build 
to Serve.

On being worse than a wormé 

One the Lenten devotionals I picked 

up back in February was based on 

Jonah.  Iôve always liked the Jonah 

story; his reluctance, the ability of 

God to redirect Jonah, the exces-

sively repentant Ninevites, and the 

unbounded grace of God.  I often 

identify with Jonah. I know what I 

should do and choose not to do it 

time and time again.  Sometimes I 

donôt see why God wants me to do 

it. Sometimes I donôt know how I 

can fit it in my schedule. Sometimes 

it interferes with or goes against 

something Iôd rather do. Jonah did 

not think the Ninevites deserved 

Gods warning or ultimately, Gods 

grace.  At one point, Jonah is so up-

set that the city of Nineveh was 

spared he asks God to take his life 

from him.  God rightly asks if he has 

the right to be angry. 

In sharp contrast to the prophet, 

other characters in the book follow 

Gods instructions. The sailors recog-

nize the truth in what Jonah tells 

them as does what God intends, even 

though just moments earlier they had 

been praying to the own gods.  The 

fish God provided for Jonah did 

exactly as God intended even to the 

point of holding him three days be-

fore spewing him out on dry land.  

The people of Nineveh heed Gods 

warning and the king responds in 

such spectacular fashion that every-

one, even the livestock, is dressed in 

sackcloth, symbolic of their repen-

tance. While Jonah is spewing his 

sense of injustice at God, even a 

little worm does Gods bidding. 

How is it that creation does what 

God demands and we do not? Why 

do the people farthest from God lis-

ten to his instruction and repent 

when Gods chosen people (Jonah 

and us) cannot? Is it OK that even a 

little worm is better at listening to 

God than us with all our smarts and 

opinions? We who are above even 

the angels on Godôs list of achieve-

ments. We who are the ñchosen peo-

pleò of God. 

And hereôs the good news: despite 

our disobedience, our whining, our 

arrogance, our selfishness and our 

willfulness, God loves us more than 

anything.  God loves us more than 

the worm and the fish and the sun 

and the moon. God loves us in spite 

of what seems like our best efforts to 

convince him otherwise. God loves

Tanzanian Construction Fund 
Drive

This year marks the sixth straight year that we will 
send a team from ULCSC to continue our evangel-
ism efforts in the Mission District of the Morogoro 
Diocese.  This year, Jim Dunlop, Cindy Sewall, and 
Cindy’s two daughters, Shelby and Darby. will join 
our team.  In addition, Don Cunningham from 
Norman, Bill Senn and Cathy Engelkes from Arkan-
sas will also make the trip. Cathy is in charge of 
logistics and this will be her third year in a row 
making the trip 
 
In an effort to fit our fund raising efforts into the 
congregation plan for our major church remodel-
ing efforts, we will focus our drive very sharply 
this year.  Rather than the usual drive that lasted 
four or five Sundays, we will be limiting our drive 
to a single Sunday.  To accomplish our goal, we 
are planning a Tanzania Sunday on Mother’s Day, 
May 9 in both services.  The sermon and the wor-
ship theme will be dedicated to our continuing 
presence in Tanzania.  A brief review of the results 
of five years of dedicated efforts by our congrega-
tion in the areas of chapel construction, water 
well drilling and other evangelism efforts will be 
shared with the congregation.  I think you will be 
surprised at how the Lord has blessed us over this 
half decade of concentrated effort in this rapidly 
growing mission field. 
 
Prior to this service, we will be providing a special 
envelope for your contribution to our efforts.  We 
hope, once again, with the help of a Thrivent 
grant to be able to raise at least $6,000 to build 
one chapel for our fellow Lutherans.  The local 
congregation will assist with much donated labor 
and they will raise the funds to pour the concrete 
floor and build the benches and altar after we 
leave.

“Three ordinary women are about to take 
one extraordinary step. Twenty-two year 
old Skeeter has just returned home after 
graduating from Ole Miss. She may have a 
degree, but it is 1962, Mississippi, and her 
mother will not be happy until Skeeter has 
a ring on her finger. Skeeter would nor-
mally find solace with her beloved maid 
Constantine, the woman who raised her, 
but Constantine has disappeared and no 
one will tell Skeeter where she has gone.  
 
Aibileen is a black maid, a wise, regal 
woman raising her seventeenth white 
child. Something has shifted inside her 
after the loss of her own son, who died 
while his bosses looked the other way. She 
is devoted to the little girl she looks after, 
though she knows both their hearts may 
be broken. Minny is short, fat, and per-
haps the sassiest woman in Mississippi. 
She can cook like nobody’s business, but 
she can’t mind her tongue, so she’s lost 
yet another job. Seemingly as different 
from one another as can be, these women 
will nonetheless come together for a clan-
destine project that will put them all at 
risk. Kathryn Stockett creates three ex-
traordinary women whose determination 
to start a movement of their own forever 
changes a town, and the way women 
mothers, daughters, caregivers and 
friends view another.

Fishers and Followers  
Serving One Another   
  
“This is my commandment, that you love one 
another as I have loved you.”  --John 15:12 
 
When Jesus gathered his disciples together in 
the upper room on the night before he died, he 
knelt before them and washed their feet.  Then 
Jesus reminded them that the servant is never 
greater than the master.  His point was clear: if 
Jesus washed feet, his disciples should too.  Dis-
ciples of Jesus are meant to be servants like 
him. 
 
The Church of Jesus Christ, when it is at its best, 
has always been a servant Church.  Many of the 
great men and women of faith down through 
the centuries have been characterized by their 
servanthood.   Christians have founded hospi-
tals, hospices and medical centers around the 
world. The largest social service organizations 
were all founded and funded by churches.  
When there is a disaster, church relief organiza-
tions are frequently the first on the scene. 
 
Disciples of Jesus Christ live to serve the least, 
and the lowly; the suffering and those in need.  
We live that way because Jesus lived that way. 
 
However, we need not be naïve in our service, 
nor are we.  Churches strive to help people live 
meaningful lives, characterized by justice.  
While we provide immediate aid to those in 
need when necessary, many church programs 
focus on sustainable development.  Here at 
University Lutheran we don’t just build 
churches for people in Tanzania, we teach peo-
ple how to build churches.  We don’t just pro-
vide water wells, we teach people how to main-
tain them. 
 
As followers of Jesus we are called to love.  
How is Christ calling you to share the love you 
have received through lives of service?

Come, Let us Worship 
More than ñGood Morningò 
 
P: The Peace of the Lord be with you always. 
C: And also with you. 
 
Each Sunday, the congregation is invited to 
share the peace of the Lord with one an-
other.  People move around the sanctuary, 
shaking hands, hugging and greeting one an-
other in the name of the Lord.  But, this time 
is for more than just saying “good-morning” 
to your neighbors! 
 
The Passing of the Peace serves two func-
tions in the liturgy: 
 
First, it is an act of blessing.  When we say, 
“The peace of the Lord” to one another we 
are actually praying for one another.  This is 
why the sharing of the peace comes after the 
prayers (and not at the beginning of the ser-
vice, where a “good-morning” greeting 
would make more sense.)  When we extend 
God’s peace to another person, we are ask-
ing that God would give them a sense of 
wholeness, well-being and purpose in their 
lives. 
 
Second, it is an act of welcome and hospital-
ity.  As we extend God’s peace to those 
around us, we are also welcoming them to 
the fellowship of Christ’s Table and to the 
Sacrament of peace that we share at that Ta-
ble.  That’s why it is so important to extend 
the peace to those you don’t know in the 
congregation as well as to those you know 
well.  More than a simple greeting, in effect 
we are saying that our peace is not complete 
unless the other is at peace as well. 
 
The Passing of the Peace is a powerful mo-
ment in the center of the service, as we pray 
for one another and extend the fellowship of 
the Holy Spirit to everyone in attendance.
