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Several committees and groups have been working 

through the summer to move us forward on our build-

ing and renovation plans.  The Financial Task Force 

has been in conversation with local banks, the ELCA 

Mission Investment Fund and the capital resources 

program of Thrivent Financial for Lutherans to ex-

plore various financing options for our building pro-

gram.  We have been looking at a number of scenarios 

for securing and financing a mortgage to complete as much of our building plan as is financially 

possible without strangling our ministry with debt.  The group has also been working to put to-

gether all the financial and other data these institutions will need to approve a loan.  The Mission 

Advancement Planning Committee is working with our architect to refine the plans for the building 

and renovation, and discussing options for phasing the project, based on input from the Financial 

Task Force.  The Education Committee is starting to explore options and look at requirements for 

the use of the proposed education space.  This includes the possibility of preschool, day care, 

―Mother’s day out,‖ and afterschool programs (we probably won’t do them all…)  Sometime to-

ward the end of September or the beginning of October (depending on how everything comes to-

gether) we will have a congregational meeting to review, discuss and make some decisions regard-

ing both the financing and building plans.   

 

Many thanks to those of you who have already contributed to our building fund and who plan to do 

so over the next three years!  Together with God’s help and the guidance of the Holy Spirit, we will 

accomplish our plans!

The sharing of the Lord’s Supper is the second 

―high point‖ of the service.  (The first being the 

proclamation of the Gospel).  As we come to 

the table we experience union both with God 

and with one another.  Even as we share the 

body and blood of the Christ in bread and wine, 

we are the body of Christ in the world. 

 

There are many different ways to share the 

Lord’s Supper.  The meal may be shared stand-

ing or kneeling.  We can receive the wine from 

a common cup, individual glasses or by dipping 

the bread in the chalice (a practiced known as 

―Intinction‖).  Many different forms of bread 

may be shared: from wafers to a full, leavened 

loaf.  How one shares the supper is determined 

by many things.  Practicality, the physical set-

ting, size of the worshipping assembly, and the 

liturgical mood all play a role to shaping how 

the Sacrament is shared.     For example, kneel-

ing to receive can be reflective of the season of 

Lent, while standing can help capture the joy 

and celebration of the Easter season.  A large 

worshipping assembly may use a  continuous 

method of distribution while a smaller body 

may kneel together around the table. 

 

The how of Holy Communion is not nearly as 

significant as the what of the Sacrament.  Lu-

therans believe that in, with and under the 

forms of bread and wine Christ is truly present 

in the Sacrament.  While we don’t try to ex-

plain how this mystery of the faith works, we 

believe that when we eat and drink the bread 

and wine, we receive the body and blood of Je-

sus.  Through the Sacrament his forgiveness, 

life and salvation becomes our own.   

 

There are many names for Holy Communion, 

each capturing a particular aspect of what hap-

pens at the Table.  One of those names is ―The 

Eucharist‖ from a Greek word meaning ―To 

give thanks.‖  This name reminds us that, as we 

come to the Table, we come with an attitude of 

joy — thankful for all God has done for us in 

and through Jesus Christ.
